Regional Medical Dermatology Educational Day Proposal Guidelines 
Background and Funder Requirements 
The main aim of the British Society for Medical Dermatology (BSMD) is to promote interest and understanding of Medical Dermatology. In order to further support this goal, the BSMD are offering financial support to regions wishing to run a local educational meeting with a focus on medical dermatology. The support will be allocated following a competitive application by interested regions. 
In the first instance, training events delivered between August 2024 to August 2025 will be considered for support. 
Terms and Conditions 
As part of the bursary arrangement the terms and conditions stated below will need to be strictly adhered to: 
 BSMD will co-badge the event and may also ask to advertise other national events on the day. The BSMD logo should be on all promotional materials, event programmes and holding slides together with the full name/address of the society and website address. 
 The BSMD will distribute a holding slide which is to be used at the event, which includes the BSMD logo. You can adapt this by adding the title or further details of your event. 
 Delegates should be asked to complete a post course evaluation form, following the training course/meeting. The results of this and the finalised programme will be sent to the BSMD
 Successful applicants should not seek additional funding sources. Successful applications will receive between £500-£2000 for the training event. 
Applicants should be current members of the BSMD
BSMD Selection Process 
Your application will be considered by a panel made up of the BSMD committee. 
The decision will be based on the following criteria: 
 Producing a Medical Dermatology focused programme
 Priority will be given to centres with a clear programme and break down of costs/how the money will be used.
 Priority will be given to centres with limited funding opportunities to hold similar events and those thought to have the biggest impact on the region.   
Future Applications 
If successful, the BSMD may consider offering similar bursaries in the future. If you are successful in your application for this funding period, please be aware that you may not be eligible to receive funding the following year. To ensure as many centres have access to funding, priority will be given to applicants who have not previously received funding. However, this is dependent on the number of applications received. 
Decision Timetable 
Completed applications need to be emailed by 31st July 2024. No late applications will be considered. 
The decision of the panel is final. You will be informed of the decision as soon as possible.
